No one is permitted to ask for this act of killing, either for himself or herself or for 
another person entrusted to his or her care, nor can he or she consent to it, either 
explicitly or implicitly, nor can any authority legitimately recommend or permit such an 
action. For it is a question of the violation of divine law, an offence against the dignity of 
the human person, a crime against life and an attack on humanity.69

The pain and suffering at the end of life can be controlled in almost all cases to a level 
that is satisfactory to the patient, and, that the few patients whose pain cannot be 
adequately controlled do not justify the legislation of euthanasia.74
