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it is stated that the Buddha on his birth is received by Devas
(angels) first and then men. The four angels or Devas present him
to his mother saying. "Rejoice, lady for mighty is the son that is
born to you”.He comes forth without a stain. The mother and the
Bodhisatta are bathed by two heavenly showers of cool and warm
water. The Bodhisatta takes seven steps to the north thus surveying
the four quarters and pronouncing the lion's roar exclaiming that
he is supreme in the world. When he is born an illimitable, splendid
and immense radiance is witnessed throughout the universe. Seven
days after the birth of the Bodhisatta his mother dies and is reborn
in the Tusita Deva world. 2
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A Bodhisattva is the embodiment of compassion rather
manifests the compassion of all Buddhas.*
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Maitreya was born in the past in the kingdom of Kurus, in the city
of Indapatta, as a cakravartin king named Sankha.*’
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“Also Manjusiri there will be men and women of pure faith
who have the chance to hear or recite all the titles of the
MEDICINE Buddha of pure crystal radiance who chew on the
teeth cleansing twig, rinse their mouths and bathe their bodies
before they offer fragrant flowers and incense and various kinds of
devotional music to the image of medicine Buddha."
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Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) used to wear a ring with a
semi-precious gem in it Al.Ageeq. Sayidina Anas reported that the ring
of Allah's Messenger was made of silver and the Gem stone of it was
from Abyssinia.47
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Another name for Maitreya Buddha is Amitabha whose pure
land lies in the west where final Assemblance of Dhamma will

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Abu Huraira (RA) narrates that | have received two types of
knowledge from Muhammad (PBUH) and | am supposed to spread only
one type. If at all, | try to propagate the other kind of knowledge. | will

be killed.*°
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"Skilled in discriminating knowledge, knowing the words and the
explanation (of the Doctrine), very learned, expert in the Doctrine,
knowledgeable, adorning the Sangha, well tamed, gentle, firm, they will
surround that Conqueror. That Naga (the Buddha) will be honored by
those monks who will be Nagas like him, he who will have crossed over,
together with those who have crossed over, who are at peace, who

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Abu Ma'mar reported on the authority of Abdullah that the moon
was split up during lifetime by Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon
him) in two parts and Allah'sMessenger (may peace be upon him) said:

Bear testimony to this.®

awakening many people. Some will take the three refuges; some will be
established in the five precepts and some will undertake the ten skillful
actions. Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) indeed went to the countryside to
preach the doctrine. Many people did make allegiance on his hand. Some
took three refuges vowed to refrain from three heinous sins and some
vowed to establish five precepts while some took allegiance to adhere

to ten skillful actions.66

"And where he puts down his feet a jewel or a lotus will spring

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Metteyya will be able to see small or large things all around ten

leagues without obstruction. 7
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"Every step that Maitreya Buddha takes the ground will become
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even for him.“81
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Asoka will ultimately be born in the times of Metteyya and become

one of his two chief monastic disciples. 82

He, the
Fully Awakened One, shall lead vast multitudes across samsara's stream.

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The Buddha set his right foot down on the top of the Yugandhara
and his left on the Meru while the third step brought him to the heaven.®
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(Yougandhara is half in height of Sineru or Meru.)92
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Mount Meru is believed to be the highest place for piIgrimage.93
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According to the Buddhist texts, a merchant because of his
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meritorious deeds received a horse that is divine and as swift as a
thought.94

It was narrated from Ismaa'‘eel ibnUbayd ibn Rifaa'ah from his
father from his grandfather that he went out with the Prophet (blessings
and peace of Allah be upon him) to the prayer place, and he saw the
people engaging in trade. He said: "O merchants! “and they responded
to the Messenger of Allah (blessings and peace of Allah be upon him),
craning their necks and looking up at him. He said,”The merchants will
be raised on the Day of Resurrection as evildoers, apart from those who
fear Allah and are sincere and honest. "’
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As Maitreya says all beings naturally have the Buddha nature in

their own continuum. We have with us the seed of purity that is to be

transformed and develop fully into Buddhahood. "¢
