Abstract
The notion of non-violence in all religions is very effective to promote
peace and protection amongst humanity. All religions condemn violence
strongly and insist their followers to promote safety for all creatures of
the world. It is vividly clear that the philosophy of non-violence exists,
in all texts of the sacred books of different World religions. No religion
in its holy books, does teach or promote violence, cruelty and tyranny
whatsoever. But on the other hand, it is also a fact that some religious
groups thave been associated with violence in some of the crucial cases,
not of history only, but also of the present age. There is a need to study
the religious teachings of major world religions, regarding non-violence
and negating terror in the name of religion. The following research
focuses the Holy Bible (OT & NT both) to investigate, whether the
religious teachings, in reality, de-emphasize violence and extremism,
with their impact on human behavior. Moreover, this study analyzes the
effectiveness of these teachings.

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Thou shalt not kill. Thou shalt not commit adultery. Thou shalt not steal.
Thou shalt not bear false witness against thy neighbor. Thou shalt not
covet thy neighbor’s house, thou shalt not covet thy neighbor’s wife, nor
his manservant, nor his maidservant, nor his 0x, nor his ass, nor any thing
that is thy neighbor’s.?
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There are various ways in which we can destroy human life. Murder does
not only mean that we extinguish a life by shooting or stabbing. All
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hatred is murder. Actually, all indifference toward other humans amounts
to murder. There is no neutral ground between love and hatred. If we are
not moved with compassion in seeing the suffering and need of others,
we carry in us all the basic elements of murder. We read about Jesus,
“When he saw the crowds, he had compassion on them, because they
were harassed and helpless, like sheep without a shepherd.®
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And he shall judge among the nations, and shall rebuke many
people: and they shall beat their swords into plowshares, and their

spears into pruning hooks: nation shall not lift up sword against
nation, neither shall they learn war anymore...*
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Ancient Israel lived in a world where war was a fact of life. The vision
of the cessation of war in this verse is a remarkable one, and it is perhaps
not surprising that it proved too remarkable for a later prophetic voice.
In Joel we find the vision being reversed; there ploughshares and pruning
hooks are to become swords and spears, in recognition of the need for
continued conflict.®
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Hear me, my brethren, and my people: As for me, | had in mine heart to
build a house of rest for the ark of the covenant of the Lord, and for the
footstool of our God, and had made ready for the building: but God said
unto me, Thou shalt not build a house for my name, because thou hast
been a man of war, and hast shed blood.®
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And hath not eaten upon the mountains, neither hath lifted up his eyes to
the idols of the house of Israel, neither hath defiled his neighbor’s wife,
neither hath come near to a monstrous woman, and hath not oppressed
any, but hath restored to the debtor his pledge, hath spoiled none by
violence, hath given his bread to the hungry, and hath covered the naked
with a garment; he that hath not given forth upon usury, neither hath
taken any increase, that hath withdrawn his hand from iniquity, hath
executed true judgment between man and man.’

Violence is risen up into a rod of wickedness: none of them shall remain,

nor of their multitude, nor of any of theirs: neither shall there be wailing
for them 8
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Envy thou not the oppressor, and choose none of his ways.®
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A man shall eat good by the fruit of his mouth: but the soul of the
transgressors shall eat violence.
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Therefore pride compasseth them about as a chain; violence covereth
them as a garment.!!
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Ye shall not steal, neither deal falsely, neither lie one to another. And ye
shall not swear by my name falsely, neither shalt thou profane the name
of thy God: | am the Lord. Thou shalt not defraud thy neighbor, neither
rob him: the wages of him that is hired shall not abide with thee all night
until the morning. Thou shalt not curse the deaf, nor put a stumbling
block before the blind, but shalt fear thy God: | am the Lord. Ye shall do
no unrighteousness in judgment; thou shalt not respect the person of the
poor, nor honor the person of the mighty: but in righteousness shalt thou
judge thy neighbor.!2
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Ye have heard that it hath been said, an eye for eye, and a tooth for a
tooth but I say unto you, that ye resist not evil: but whosoever shall smite
thee on the right cheek, turn to him the other also. And if any man will
sue thee at the law, and take away thy coat, let him have thy cloak also.
And whoso eve shall compel thee to go a mile, go with him twain. Give
to him that asketh thee, and from him that would borrow of thee turn not
thou away..."
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There are two ways of resisting: the one, by warding off injuries through
inoffensive conduct; the other, by retaliation. Though Christ does not
permit his people to repel violence by violence.'*
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Finally, brethren, farewell. Be perfect, be of good comfort, be of one
mind, live in peace; and the God of love and peace shall be with you.
Greet one another with a holy kiss. All the saints salute you. The grace
of the Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God, and the communion of the
Holy Ghost, be with you all. Amen.®®
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Follow peace with all men, and holiness, without which no man shall
see the Lord.*®

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Recompense to no man evil for evil. Provide things honest in the sight of
all men. If it be possible, as much as lieth in you, live peaceably with all
men. Dearly beloved, avenge not yourselves, but rather give place unto
wrath: for it is written, Vengeance is mine; | will repay, saith the Lord.
Therefore if thine enemy hunger, feed him; if he thirst, give him drink:

for in so doing thou shalt heap coals of fire on his head. Be not overcome
of evil, but overcome evil with good.8
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But | say unto you which hear, Love your enemies and do good to them
Which hate you. *°
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And when ye stand praying, forgive, if ye have aught against any; that
you’re Father also which is in heaven may forgive you your trespasses.?
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The reason is, that God will not be ready to hear us, unless we also show
ourselves ready to grant forgiveness to those who have offended us. If
we are not harder than iron, this exhortation ought to soften us, and render

us disposed to forgive offenses.?!
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Bless them that curse you, and pray for them which despitefully use you.
And unto him that smiteth thee on the one cheek offer also the other; and
him that taketh away thy cloak forbid not to take thy coat also. Give to
every man that asketh of thee; and of him that taketh away thy goods ask
them not again. And as ye would that men should do to you, do ye also
to them likewise.??
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Let love be without dissimulation. Abhor that which is evil; cleave to that
which is good. Be kindly affectionate one to another with brotherly love;
in honor preferring one another; not slothful in business; fervent in spirit;
serving the Lord; rejoicing in hope...?3
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With all lowliness and meekness, with long-suffering, forbearing one
another in love;?*
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Finally, brethren, farewell. Be perfect, be of good comfort, be of one
