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Psychological analysis of Brahui short story is quite new in Brahui research. This 
paper describes the psychological disorders of various characters of ‘’Guddiko 
Nazar”. In the 1986 century Waheed Zaheer penned down “Guddiko Nazar”, a 
psychological short story in Brahui language. It was first published in his book 
“Shanza”. The aim of this paper was to reveal the mental disorders as depicted in the 
mentioned short story. Mental illness is a state of mind where psychological 
problems impose not only hurdles in a harmonious co-existence but create distress 
felt by the individual who suffers from one. A mental condition may even hurt those 
around the sufferer. In this study, the researcher employed content analysis, a branch 
of descriptive and analytical research to conduct a psychological review of fiction 
writing, in comparison with modern psychological theories, especially related to 
mental illness. The investigation revealed that “Guddiko Nazar” is a master piece of 
literary work of Brahui language, which focuses the important psychological 
disorders, like obsessive compulsive disorder (OCD) including anxiety, guilt, 
complexes and many more mental disorders. The short story reflects the writing skills 
in line with contemporary psychological fiction writing techniques.
